A RESOLUTION BY THE HISTORIC HUDSON-HOOSIC RIVERS PARTNERSHIP SUPPORTING THE APPLICATION OF THE HOOSIC RIVER WATERSHED ASSOCIATION TO DESIGNATE THE ENTIRE NEW YORK STATE PORTION OF THE HOOSIC RIVER AS A CLASS B RIVER .
WHEREAS, The Historic Hudson-Hoosic Rivers Partnership has been established by the legislature to build on existing public and private initiatives to fully realize the historic, natural and scenic, recreational and economic potential for the people of its region and the state as a whole; and

WHEREAS, the Historic Hudson-Hoosic Rivers Partnership’s mission is to preserve, enhance and develop the historic, agricultural, scenic, natural and recreational resources and the significant waterways within the Partnership region. Through the tradition of municipal home rule, the Partnership will foster collaborative projects with pertinent non-profit and governmental entities with an emphasis on both agricultural and open space protection, economic and tourism development, and the protection and interpretation of our natural and cultural heritage; and 

WHEREAS, the Hoosic River Watershed Association is a non-profit 501(c)3 whose mission is the restoration, conservation and enjoyment of the Hoosic River and its watershed, through education, research, and advocacy; and

WHEREAS, the majority of the Hoosic River is currently designated in as class B, except for the part of the water in Hoosick Falls, which is designated as class C.  A class C river has limited use for recreation, while a class B river has full recreational potential.  Allowing the entire river to be designated as class B will increase the attractiveness of the river as a tourist destination and fishable resource.    

NOW THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED that The Historic Hudson-Hoosic Rivers Partnership has voted to support the Hoosic River Watershed Association’s efforts to have the entire Hoosic River uniformly designated as a class B river.
